* The quality of the on-site soil and groundwater has
been significantly degraded by volatile chlorinated
hydrocarbons and chromium, which are present at
levels significantly above applicable guideline values.

» Carbon tetrachloride and chloroform are considered
acutely toxic in the aquatic environment and are
classified as possible human carcinogens.

e Chromium is considered both chronically and acutely
toxic in the aquatic environment. Chromium VI is
classified as a known human carcinogen.

* The potential off-site migration of the contaminants
via the groundwater flow poses an unacceptable risk
to the aquatic environment and the recreational users
of the nearby Parramatta River.
