This Regulation also increases from 20 penalty units ($2,200) to 50 penalty units ($5,500) the
maximum penalty that may be imposed under the 2005 Regulation for offences relating to a
permanent stock identifier.
This Regulation is made under the Stock (Chemical Residues) Act 1975, including sections
15A (Penalty notices) and 16 (the general regulation-making power).
