EQUINE INFLUENZA ORDER – Section 22

Control Order – Regulation of Protected Area (White)

I, WAYNE BRUCE HAIGH, an Inspector under the Exotic Diseases of Animals Act 1991 (“the Act”), having been directed 
by IAN JAMES ROTH, Deputy Chief Veterinary Offi cer (“CVO”), pursuant to his delegated powers under section 67 of 
the Act to make the following Control Order, pursuant to section 22 of the Act, hereby:

1.  revoke the control order declared under section 22 of the Act titled “Control Order – Protected Area (White)” dated 
27 February 2008 and commencing on 28 February 2008, and any order revived as a result of this revocation; and

2.  regulate the movement of horses into, out of and within the area specifi ed in Schedule 1, in the manner specifi ed in 
Schedule 2; and

3.  regulate the movement of animal products into, out of and within the area specifi ed in Schedule 1 in the manner 
specifi ed in Schedule 3; and 

4. regulate the holding of events within the area specifi ed in Schedule 1 in the manner specifi ed in Schedule 4.

4.  That part of the Parish of Nepean (County of Cook) administered by Hawkesbury City Council generally south and 
west of a line from the point where Lynchs Creek crosses the joint boundary of the Parish of Nepean (County of 
Cook) and the Parish of Castlereagh (County of Cumberland), thence westerly and upstream along Lynchs Creek to 
where it fl ows out of the Blue Mountains National Park, thence generally northerly along the eastern boundary of 
the Blue Mountains National Park by the suburb of Yarramundi to a point at which the park boundary crosses the 
Grose River and the joint boundary of the Parish of Nepean (County of Cook) and the Parish of Kurrajong (County 
of Cook).

5.  That part of the Parish of Clift (County of Buckland) administered by the Liverpool Plains Shire Council west of 
the railway easement and that part of Werris Creek Road immediately to the west of the following Lots:

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SCHEDULE 2

Authorised Movement of Horses

1. A movement of a horse into, out of or within a Protected Area (White) is authorised if:
(a) the horse is being ridden, lead or walked and is not being moved to or from an event.
(b)  the horse is being moved by vehicle and prior to the movement a Travelling Horse Statement is duly completed 

in respect of the movement and the movement is in accordance with the conditions listed on the Travelling Horse 
Statement;

(c)  the horse is moving to, from or on a Travelling Stock Reserve in accordance with a Stock Permit issued under 
section 101 of the Rural Lands Protection Act 1998; or

(d) the movement of the horse is in accordance with an authorisation issued by an Inspector under this Order;

Note: Horses moving from areas of Queensland that are not of an equivalent status to the Protected Area (White) may 
only enter NSW in accordance with an authorisation issued by an Inspector under the Act (see Importation Order – 
Section 28)

SCHEDULE 3

Authorised Movement of Animal Products from Horses

1. Movement of animal products from horses into, out of or within Protected Area (White) is authorised.

SCHEDULE 4

Authorised Events

The holding of an Event is authorised only if:
1.  The proposed Event is registered with the Department of Primary Industries at least 72 hours prior to the Event 

taking place, by completing an Event Registration Form available at www.dpi.nsw.gov.au/equine-infl uenza;
2.  The Travelling Horse Statement identifi cation number or Authorisation Identifi cation number for all horses attending 

the Event is given to the Event organiser(s) on arrival at the Event location; and
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3.  The Travelling Horse Statement identifi cation number or Authorisation Identifi cation number for all horses attending 
the Event is forwarded to the Department of Primary Industries by the Event organiser(s) within 24 hours of the 
Event taking place.

Interpretation 
In this Control Order, if any premises are located partly within the Protected Area (White) and partly within the Protected 

Area (Green) the whole of those premises is taken to be located in the Protected Area (Green).

In this Control Order, if any premises are located partly within the Protected Area (White) and partly within the Restricted 
Area (Amber) the whole of those premises is taken to be located in the Restricted Area (Amber). 

In this Control Order, if any premises are located partly within the Protected Area (White) and partly within the Restricted 
Area (Red) the whole of those premises is taken to be located in the Restricted Area (Red). 

In this Control Order, if any premises are located partly within the Protected Area (White) and partly within the Special 
Restricted Area (Purple) the whole of those premises is taken to be located in the Special Restricted Area (Purple). 

Defi nitions
In this Control Order:

Authorisation Identifi cation number means the unique identifi cation number assigned to each authorisation issued by 
an Inspector pursuant to this Act.

Control Area means the control area declared, pursuant to section 21 of the Act, by the Order made by the Chief Veterinary

EQUINE INFLUENZA ORDER – Section 22

Control Order – Regulation of Protected Area (Green)

I, WAYNE BRUCE HAIGH, an Inspector under the Exotic Diseases of Animals Act 1991 (“the Act”), having been directed 
by IAN JAMES ROTH, Deputy Chief Veterinary Offi cer (“DCVO”), pursuant to his delegated powers under section 67 of 
the Act to make the following Control Order, pursuant to section 22 of the Act, hereby:

1.  revoke the control order declared under section 22 of the Act titled “Control Order-Regulation of Protected Area 
(Green): dated 27 February 2008 and commencing on 28 February 2008 and any order revived as a result of this
