The lessee shall
not have any property right in the timber on the land leased and shall not ringbark, kill, destroy or permit the killing
or destruction of any timber unless authorised under the Forestry Act 1916 or unless approval has been issued in
accordance with the Native Vegetation Act 2003, but the lessee may take such timber as the lessee may reasonably
require for use on the land leased, or on any contiguous land held in the same interest, for building, fencing or
firewood.

The lessee shall undertake any fuel management and/or provision of fire trail access in accordance with fire mitigation
measures to the satisfaction of the NSW Rural Fire Service.

The lessee shall, as the Commissioner may from time to time dir ect, foster and cultivate on the land leased such
edible shrubs and plants as the Commissioner may consider can be advantageously and successfully cultivated.

Whenever so directed by the Commissioner, the lessee shall, on such part or parts of the land leased as shall be
specified in the direction, carry out agricultural practices, or refrain from agricultural practices, of such types and
for such periods as the Commissioner may in the direction specify.

The lessee shall not overstock, or permit or allow to be overstocked, the land leased and the decision of the
Commissioner as to what constitutes overstocking shall be final and the lessee shall comply with any directions of
the Commissioner to prevent or discontinue overstocking.

The lessee shall, if the Commissioner so directs, prevent the use by stock of any part of the land leased for such
periods as the Commissioner considers necessary to permit of the natural reseeding and regeneration of vegetation
and, for that purpose, the lessee shall erect within the time appointed by the Commissioner such fencing as the
Commissioner may consider necessary

The lessee shall furnish such returns and statements as the Commissioner may from time to time require on any
matter connected with the land leased or any other land (whether within or outside the Western Division) in which
the lessee has an interest.

The lessee shall, within such time as may be specified by the Commissioner take such steps and measures as the
Commissioner shall direct to destroy vermin and such animals and weeds as may, under any Act, from time to time
be declared (by declaration covering the land leased) noxious in the Gazette and shall keep the land free of such
vermin and noxious animals and weeds during the currency of the lease to the satisfaction of the Commissioner.

The lessee shall not remove or permit any person to remove gravel, stone, clay, shells or other material for the purpose
of sale from the land leased unless the lessee or the person is the holder of a quarry license under regulations made
under the Crown Lands Act 1989 or, in respect of land in a State forest, unless the lessee or the person is the holder
of a forest materials licence under the Forestry Act 1916, and has obtained the special authority of the Minister to
operate on the land, but the lessee may, with the approval of the Commissioner, take from the land such gravel, stone,
clay, shells or other material for building and other purposes upon the land as may be required by the lessee.

The lessee shall comply with the provisions of the Protection of the Environment Operations Act 1997 particularly
in relation to disposal of tailwaters or waters which may be contaminated with fertiliser, herbicide or pesticide or
similar chemicals.

The lessee shall not clear any native vegetation within the area shown cross- hatched on the diagram hereunder unless
written approval has been granted by the local Catchment Management Authority.

The lessee shall ensure that cultivation and associated activities do not interfere with any road formation within the
allowable area.

The lessee shall not cultivate within the channel of incised drainage lines (other than man made structures) which
carry water after storms in the channels, nor cultivate within a distance of 20 metres on either side of the banks of
the channels, except when otherwise specified by the Western Lands Commissioner.

The lessee shall cease work immediately should any Aboriginal archaeological relics or sites be uncovered during the
proposed works (Aboriginal Sites are protected under the National Parks and Wildlife Act 1974, and are extremely
vulnerable to many kinds of agricultural development.).

The lessee shall consider the requirements of the National Parks and Wildlife Act 1974 with regard to Aboriginal
relics. Under Section 90 it is an offence to damage or destroy relics without prior consent of the Director-General
of the National Parks and Wildlife Service (NPWS).

The lessee shall establish windbreaks at his/her own expense, as may be ordered by the Western Lands Commissioner
to provide adequate protection of the soil.

Areas with a slope greater than 2% shall not be cultivated until any soil conservation measures documented in a plan
approved by the Commissioner have been implemented at the lessee’ expense.

Cultivation and cropping are not to alter the natural flood regime. Crops are not to be protected by levees.

This Practice Note:

Definitions

In this Practice Note:
Act means the Civil Procedure Act 2005
UCPR means the Uniform Civil Procedure Rules 2005

Expert Evidence Rules means Part 31, Division 2 of
the UCPR

Introduction

The object of this Practice Note is to supplement the
Expert Evidence Rules and ensure the Court’s processes
are consistent with the Act’s overriding purpose as set out
in s.56.

This Practice Note aims to:

encourage prospective parties to discuss the extent to
which they intend to rely on expert evidence before
commencing proceedings

ensure parties promptly obtain expert evidence directions
in accordance with UCPR 31.19,

minimise the costs of obtaining expert evidence, and
reduce the hearing time of a case.

Parties to confer regarding experts before commencing
proceedings

Where the prospective parties have retained legal
representatives the legal representatives of those parties
must confer in an endeavour to jointly retain:

one expert, or
one expert for each specified issue or matters in issue.

Where it is not appropriate or possible to agree on one expert
or one expert in each specified issue or matter, the legal
representatives should confer as early as possible to minimise
the number of expert witnesses.

Parties must consider whether the expert witnesses should
give evidence together as detailed in UCPR 31.35 (c) to (h)
inclusive. Generally, the procedure will be that the judge
will examine them in chief as witnesses of the Court; cross
examination will take place of all witnesses jointly, the
order of cross examination being either agreed by counsel
or determined by the Judge.

Restrictions on the number of experts

Generally, and in accordance with UCPR 31.20 (2), only one
expert per specified issue will be allowed to:
the plaintiff, and
any one of multiple defendants. Defendants who have
the same interest in the expert evidence will be treated
as one, and should confer at an early stage to agree on a
single expert.

More than one expert per specified issue may be allowed
if good reason is shown in a particular case.

Generally, the experts engaged in relation to a specified
issue should confer before the trial and produce a joint
report in accordance with UCPR 31.24 to include (where
relevant):

a statement as to their agreed conclusions, and

a statement of their differences and of the apparent
reasons thereof.

Directions regarding experts

12. Under UCPR 31.19, a party considering or intending
to adduce expert evidence at trial must promptly seek
directions from the court in that regard. A party must
seek those directions in accordance with paragraphs 13,
14 and 15 of this Practice Note.

The court may make directions concerning expert evidence
in the absence of the parties provided:

arequest for directions concerning expert evidence is filed
in accordance with the form "Request for Expert Evidence
Directions" in Annexure A to this Practice Note, and

all lawyers have signed the form of Request for Expert
Evidence Directions.

If the parties do not agree on the proposed Expert Evidence
Directions, the issue should be raised at the next directions
hearing. The party who drafted the proposed directions should
provide the Court with a copy at least three days before
the directions hearing. If there is no upcoming directions
hearing, the party may seek to have the proceedings listed
before the Court on three days’ notice to the Court and the
other party/parties.

Directions for expert evidence can be sought:
In the Commercial List and Technology and Construction
List, from the List Judge of those Lists on a Friday.

In the Corporations List, from the Judge operating the
Corporations List on a Monday.

In the Probate or Protective List, from the Registrar in
Probate or from the List Judge on a Monday.

In the Expedition List or Duty List, from the Judge
operating that List.

In the Admiralty List, from the Judge operating that
List.

In cases which have been fixed for trial before or are being
case managed by a particular Judge, from that Judge.

In cases to be heard by an Associate Judge, from an
Associate Judge.

In cases where special circumstances exist for not making
an earlier application, from the Judge conducting the
pre trial.

Otherwise from the Registrar in Equity, who in case of
serious conflict or difficulty may refer the matter to the
Duty Judge.

(IPART Act) provides IPART with a standing reference to conduct
investigations and make reports to the Minister on the determination of
the pricing for a government monopoly service supplied by a
government agency specified in Schedule 1 of the IPART Act.

Rail Corporation New South Wales (RailCorp) is listed as a government
agency for the purposes of Schedule 1 of the IPART Act. The services of
RailCorp declared as monopoly services under the Independent Pricing
and Regulatory Tribunal (Passenger Transport Services) Order 1998 (Order)
are the railway passenger services supplied under the name of “CityRail”
by RailCorp excluding the services supplied in accordance with the ticket
known as the “SydneyPass” (Monopoly Services).
