The close of the electoral rolls  ................................................................................................................ 22 July 2010 
The nomination of the candidates  ............................................................................................................ 29 July 2010
The polling  .........................................................................................................................................  21 August 2010 
The return of the writ  ...................................................................................................  no later than 27 October 2010
