Part 1 – Preliminary 

1.1 Citation 
This Notice may be cited as the Class 2 Road Train Notice 2012. 

1.2 Commencement 
This Notice takes effect on 1 July 2012. 

1.3 Duration 
This Notice remains in force up to and including 30 June 2017, unless it is revoked at an earlier time. 

1.4 Interpretation 
Unless stated otherwise, the words and expressions used in this Notice have the same meaning as those defined in the 
Road Transport (General) Act 2005. 

Part 2 – Application 

2.1 This Notice applies to a road train. 

2.2 This Notice does not apply to any of the following combinations: 
a) an AB-Triple; or
 
b) a BA-Triple; or
 
c) a B-Triple; or
 
d) a BAB-Quad; or
 
e) an ABB-Quad; or
 
f) an AAB-Quad; or
 
g) a BAA-Quad
 

Note:	 The combinations described in paragraph 2.2 may only be operated in accordance with a specific permit issued 
by Roads and Maritime Services Special Permits Unit. 

Part 3 – Operating and travel requirements 

3.1 Operating requirements 
3.1.1 Clause 73 (1) of the Road Transport (Mass, Loading and Access) Regulation 2005 (the Regulation) does not 

apply to vehicles operating under this Notice. A copy of this Notice is not required to be carried in the vehicle. 

3.2 Approved road train routes 
3.2.1 Road trains operating under this Notice with an overall length not exceeding 36.5 metres may operate on the 

approved routes listed in Part 1 of Appendix 1, and must observe all travel conditions which apply to an approved 
route. 

3.2.2 Road trains operating under this Notice, with an overall length which exceeds 36.5 metres to a maximum of 
53.5 metres may only operate on the approved routes listed in Part 2 of Appendix 1, and must observe all travel 
conditions which apply to an approved route. 
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Part 4 – Mass Limits 

4. 	 Maximum total combination mass limits 
4.1 	 The following total combination mass limits apply. 

4.2 	 Road Train not exceeding 36.5 metres in length – without certified road friendly suspension 
The total combination mass of a road train with an overall length not exceeding 36.5 metres, fitted with a converter 
dolly which is not equipped with certified road friendly suspension must not exceed the lowest of: 
(a) 79.0 tonnes; or 
(b) the sum of the axle and axle group mass limits as determined by Table 1, of Schedule 1 to the Regulation; or 
(c) the sum of the manufacturers’ mass limits for the prime mover (GVM) and the semi-trailers; or 
(d) the gross combination mass (GCM) limit specified by the prime mover manufacturer. 

4.3 	 Road Train exceeding 36.5 metres but not exceeding 53.5 metres in length – without certified road friendly 
suspension 
The total combination mass of a road train with an overall length not exceeding 53.5 metres, fitted with two 
converter dollies, which are not equipped with certified road friendly suspension must not exceed the lowest of: 
(a) 115.5 tonnes; or 
(b) the sum of the axle and axle group mass limits as determined by Table 1, Clause 2, Schedule 1 to the Regulation; 

or 
(c) the sum of the manufacturers’ mass limits for the prime mover (GVM) and the semi-trailers; or 
(d) the gross combination mass (GCM) limit specified by the prime mover manufacturer. 

4.4 	 Road Train not exceeding 36.5 metres in length – equipped with certified road friendly suspension 
The following total combination mass limits apply to a road train with an overall length not exceeding 36.5 metres 
fitted with one tri-axle converter dolly which is equipped with certified road friendly suspension. The maximum 
permissible total combination mass is the lowest of: 
(a) 82.5 tonnes; 
(b) the sum of the axle and axle group mass limits as determined by Table 1, Clause 2, Schedule 1 to the Regulation; 
(c) the sum of the manufacturer’s mass limits for the prime mover (GVM) and the semi-trailers; or 
(d) the gross combination mass (GCM) limit specified by the prime mover manufacturer. 

4.5 	 Road Train exceeding 36.5 metres but not exceeding 53.5 metres in length – equipped with certified road friendly 
suspension 
The following total combination mass limits apply to a road train with an overall length not exceeding 53.5 metres 
fitted with two tri-axle converter dollies both of which are equipped with certified road friendly suspension. The 
maximum permissible total combination mass is the lowest of: 
(a) 122.5 tonnes; 
(b) the sum of the axle and axle group mass limits as determined by Table 1, Clause 2, Schedule 1 to the Regulation; 
(c) the sum of the manufacturers’ mass limits for the prime mover (GVM) and the semi-trailers; or 
(d) the gross combination mass (GCM) limit specified by the prime mover manufacturer. 

4.6. 	Road Train exceeding 36.5 metres but not exceeding 53.5 metres in length – equipped with certified road friendly 
suspension on one tri-axle dolly 
Where a road train exceeding 36.5 metres but not exceeding 53.5 metres in length is fitted with two converter 
dollies one of which is a tri-axle converter dolly which is equipped with certified road friendly suspension and 
one is a converter dolly (whether one, two or three axles) which is not equipped with certified road friendly 
suspension the maximum permissible total combination mass limits is the lowest of: 
(a) 119.0 tonnes; 
(b) the sum of the axle and axle group mass limits as determined by Table 1, Clause 2, Schedule 1 to the Regulation; 
(c) the sum of the manufacturers’ mass limits for the prime mover (GVM) and the semi-trailers; or 
(d) the gross combination mass (GCM) limit specified by the prime mover manufacturer. 

Part 5 – Vehicle Requirements 

5. 	 Requirements for a road train that is fitted with one or more tri-axle converter dollies: 
5.1 	Evidence verifying that each tri-axle converter dolly is fitted with certified road friendly suspension must be 

produced when requested to do so by a police officer or an authorised person. 

5.2 	 For the purposes of paragraph 5.1 the following evidence may be produced: 
i) a manufacturer’s decal, label or plate affixed to or near, the suspension system indicating the Road Friendly 

Suspension Certificate Number; or 
ii) a certification or signed letter from the manufacturer identifying the certified road friendly suspension make 

and model; or 
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iii) any other documentation approved by RMS. 

Part 6 – Axle Spacings 

6. 	 Requirements for road trains having an overall length not exceeding 36.5 metres which are fitted with one 
tri-axle converter dolly: 
6.1 	 A road train which complies with paragraph 4.4 must maintain axle spacings which are not less than the spacings 

indicated in Figure 1. 

6.2 	 The axle spacings provided in Part 3 of Table 2 of Schedule 1 to the Regulation do not apply to a road train to 
which this Part applies. 

Figure 1 – minimum axle spacings for a road train which has an overall length not exceeding 36.5 metres and is fitted with one tri-axle 
converter dolly with certified road friendly suspension 

Note: Axle spacing between any two adjacent axles is measured from the centre line of the axles, as illustrated 
in Figure 1. 

NOTE: Axle spacing requirements are affected by whether a road train is a Type 1 or a Type 2 road train and whether it 
is equipped with a tri-axle converter dolly fitted with certified road friendly suspension (because of the increased 
mass available). 

For the purposes of this Note: 
a Type 1 road train is a road train with an overall length not exceeding 36.5 metres; and 
a Type 2 road train is a road train with an overall length exceeding 36.5 metres in length but not exceeding 
53.5 metres.
 

Please note the following:

BY will dated 12 June 1964 the late Mrs Elizabeth Pring 
bequeathed one thousand pounds to be applied by the Trustees 
of the Art Gallery of New South Wales (“AGNSW”) for 
the purpose of applying annually the income therefrom as 
a prize for the best landscape executed in water colours by 
a woman artist. 

In 2011 the AGNSW applied to the Attorney General to 
establish a scheme under the Charitable Trusts Act 1993 
under which the Pring Trust would be wound up and the 
monies remaining in the Pring Trust would be transferred 
to the Kathleen Buchanan May Memorial Prize Trust. The 
AGNSW considers a scheme necessary because the funds 
in the Pring Trust are insufficient to keep the prize viable. 

The question of whether a cy près scheme was in fact 
needed in this case is by no means certain, as the original 
object of the Trust has not failed and it is still possible to 
award the prize, albeit that there are some difficulties in doing 
so. However, even if a cy près scheme were necessary in this 
case, the scheme proposed by the AGNSW is not suitable 
as it is not as close as possible to the original purpose of the 
Pring Trust, which was to fund an award for a watercolour 
landscape by a woman artist. The purpose of the Kathleen 
Buchanan May Memorial Prize Trust is to award a prize to a 
still-life watercolour in a traditional/conservative style. The 
Kathleen Buchanan May Memorial Prize is open to male 
and female artists. 

I have formed the view that the Pring Memorial Prize is a 
trust for a valid charitable purpose and that, while a cy-près 
scheme may not be necessary, an administrative scheme 
which permits the AGNSW to apply the capital and income 
from the Pring trust and to award the prize from time to time 
would be an appropriate means of addressing the issue and 
would be expedient in the interests of the administration of 
the charitable trust. 

Therefore, pursuant to section 12 (1) (b) of the Charitable 
Trusts Act 1993, I hereby order that the John and Elizabeth 
Newnham Pring Memorial Prize continue to be awarded 
in terms of the administrative scheme set out above. Such 
order is to take effect 21 days after its publication in the NSW

Under section 13A of the IPART Act, IPART may set maximum prices or may 
determine a methodology for setting maximum prices. 

In Schedule 1 of this determination, IPART has set a methodology for fixing the 
maximum prices that SCA may charge Large Customers for Water Supply Services. 
The methodology addresses the risk that SCA will under-recover revenue if its sales 
to Sydney Water Corporation differ significantly from IPART’s sales forecasts. SCA’s 
sales to Sydney Water Corporation may be affected by Sydney Water Corporation’s 
arrangements to purchase water from the SDP Plant.  When the SDP Plant is 
operating,1 it has the capacity to supply up to 90GL of Sydney Water Corporation’s 
annual water needs.  This will reduce SCA’s sales to Sydney Water Corporation. 

The methodology in Schedule 1 provides for a different price to apply when the SDP 
Plant is operating, and when it is shutdown or restarted (following a shutdown).  The 
difference in prices compensates SCA for reduced sales to Sydney Water 
Corporation, when it purchases water from the SDP Plant. 

IPART considers that this methodology is appropriate for addressing the revenue 
risk to SCA and the uncertainty regarding the operation of the SDP Plant.  IPART 
considers that it would be impractical to make a determination that directly fixes the 
maximum prices that SCA may charge Large Customers for Water Supply Services, 
as different prices will apply depending on whether the SDP Plant is operating. 

1 Under the 2010 Metropolitan Water Plan operating rules, the SDP Plant will operate at full capacity 
when dam levels fall below 70%, and will continue to do so until dam levels reach 80%.

1 Background 

1.1	 Section 11 of the Independent Pricing and Regulatory Tribunal Act 1992 (IPART 
Act) provides IPART with a standing reference to conduct investigations and 
make reports to the Minister on the determination of the pricing for a 
government monopoly service supplied by a government agency specified in 
Schedule 1 of the IPART Act.

(f)	 ancillary and miscellaneous customer services for which no alternative 
supply exists and which relate to the supply of services of a kind referred 
to in paragraphs (a)-(e); and 

(g)	 other water supply, sewerage and drainage services for which no 
alternative supply exists, 

(together, the Monopoly Services). 

2 Application of this determination 

2.1	 Under section 11 of the IPART Act, this determination fixes the maximum 
prices or sets a methodology for fixing the maximum prices that Sydney 
Water may charge for the various Monopoly Services that it supplies. 
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2.2	 This determination commences on the later of: 

(a)	 1 July 2012; and 

(b)	 the date that it is published in the NSW Government Gazette,

3.1	 In July 2008, IPART issued Determination No. 1, 2008 which determined the 
maximum price for the Monopoly Services for the period from 1 July 2008 to 
30 June 2012.  Determination No. 1, 2008 was conducted pursuant to a referral 
from the Minister under section 12 of the IPART Act. 

3.2	 Subject to clause 2.4(b) of schedule 8, this determination replaces 
Determination No. 1, 2008 from the Commencement Date.

(Camellia) Recycled Water Project, which includes: 

(a)	 entering into agreements for the supply of recycled water to foundation 
customers; 

(b)	 purchasing recycled water from a private recycled water supplier for 
supply to customers; and 

(c)	 arranging for the private recycled water supplier to finance, construct, 
operate and maintain recycled water infrastructure, initially capable of 
supplying around 4.3 billion litres of recycled water per year, and the 
necessary distribution pipelines. 

5.3	 In determining the pricing for Sydney Water’s Monopoly Services, IPART has 
had regard to a broad range of matters, including:  

(a)	 the directions issued under section 16A of the IPART Act; and 

(b)	 the criteria set out in section 15(1) of the IPART Act. 

5.4	 In accordance with section 13A of the IPART Act, IPART has established a 
methodology for fixing the maximum price for some of Sydney Water’s 
Monopoly Services. Reasons for the use of a methodology, as required by the 
IPART Act, are set out in schedule 9.

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Schedule 9 Statement of reasons why IPART has 
chosen to set a methodology for fixing a maximum 
price 

Under section 13A of the IPART Act, IPART may fix maximum prices, or may set a 
methodology for fixing maximum prices, for the Monopoly Services. 

In this determination, IPART has set a methodology for fixing the maximum prices 
that Sydney Water may charge as service charges for: 

(a)	 water supply services in schedule 1; and 

(b)	 Minor Service Extensions in schedule 7. 

Methodology to fix maximum prices for water supply services in schedule 1 

Over each Period, Sydney Water will purchase bulk water from the Sydney 
Catchment Authority and, when dam storage levels fall below 70% until dam storage 
levels reach 80%, from SDP. 

The SDP Determination sets different prices depending on the desalination plant’s 
mode of operation.  It is impractical to make a determination of water supply service 
charges directly fixing a maximum price.  Instead, a methodology is required to 
allow Sydney Water to pass through to customers the costs incurred when the 
desalination plant is in its different modes of operation. 

IPART has adopted such a methodology to ensure that the prices charged to 
consumers by Sydney Water reflect the actual price that it pays SDP for water.  The 
methodology adopted by IPART in schedule 1 permits an adjustment of the water 
service charge to reflect the actual price of water supplied by SDP to Sydney Water 
under the SDP Determination, which depends on the mode of operation of the 
desalination plant. 

Methodology to fix maximum prices for Minor Service Extensions in schedule 7 

The methodology set out in schedule 7 has been adopted to fix maximum prices for 
Minor Service Extensions. This methodology: 

(a)	 allows the capital costs of Minor Service Extensions to be divided 
amongst benefiting properties; and 

(b)	 adjusts the charge to reflect the timing of connection to the Water Supply 
System or Sewerage System. 

It is impractical to directly fix a maximum price which would allow for (a) and (b) 
above, and it is for this reason that IPART has adopted the methodology referred to 
above.
