SPECIAL SUPPLEMENT 
FISHERIES MANAGEMENT ACT 1994 

Sections 8 and 11 Notification – Fishing Closure 

Restrictions on catch of certain dogfishes (deepwater sharks) 

I, GEOFF ALLAN, Executive Director, Fisheries NSW, with the delegated authority of the Minister for Primary Industries 
and the Director General pursuant to sections 227 and 228 of the Fisheries Management Act 1994 (“the Act”), do by this 
notification: 

1. 	 pursuant to section 11 of the Act, revoke the fishing closure entitled “Catch Limits for Certain Dogfi shes (Deepwater 
Sharks)” dated 21 April 2011 and published in New South Wales Government Gazette No. 39 on 29 April 2011 at 
page 2706; and 

2. 	 pursuant to section 8 of the Act, prohibit the taking of the shark species specified in Schedule 1 to this notification 
from ocean waters by any method of fi shing by: 
(a) endorsement holders in the Ocean Trap and Line Fishery and the Ocean Trawl Fishery; and 
(b) recreational fi shers; and 

3. 	 pursuant to section 8 of the Act, prohibit the taking of the shark species specified in Column 1 of Schedule 2, from 
ocean waters by any of the methods of fi shing specified in Column 2 to Schedule 2, by endorsement holders in the 
Ocean Trap and Line Fishery and the Ocean Trawl Fishery, except when those shark species are taken in accordance 
with the conditions specified in Column 3 of Schedule 2; and 

4. 	 pursuant to section 8 of the Act, prohibit the taking of the shark species specified in Column 1 of Schedule 3 from all 
waters by recreational fishers, except when those shark species are taken in accordance with the conditions specified 
in Column 2 of Schedule 3.

1 of this Schedule.

In any one day, recreational fishers must not take or be 
in possession of more than 2 of any of the shark species 
specified in Column 1 of this Schedule comprised of any 
single species or a combination of species. 

In this notification: 
“gutted” means fish from which the gut and internal organs have been removed. 
“headed” means fish from which the head and gills have been removed by a cut in front of the last gill slit and pectoral 

fin with the cut being perpendicular to the long axis of the fish. 
“Ocean Trap and Line Fishery” means the share management fishery of that name, as described in Schedule 1 to the Act. 
“Ocean Trawl Fishery” means the share management fishery of that name, as described in Schedule 1 to the Act. 
“recreational fisher” means a fisher who takes fish by any method, otherwise than for sale. 
“whole weight” means the weight of fish prior to any processing or removal of any part of the fish. 

The provisions of this fishing closure in respect of endorsement holders in the Ocean Trap and Line Fishery have effect 
despite any provision in the Fisheries Management (Ocean Trap and Line Share Management Plan) Regulation 2006. 

The provisions of this fishing closure in respect of endorsement holders in the Ocean Trawl Fishery have effect despite 
any provision in the Fisheries Management (Ocean Trawl Share Management Plan) Regulation 2006. 

This fishing closure is effective for a period of five (5) years commencing on publication of this notifi cation, unless 
sooner amended or revoked.

Dogfish area closures 

I, GEOFF ALLAN, Executive Director, Fisheries NSW, with the delegated authority of the Minister for Primary Industries 
and the Director General pursuant to sections 227 and 228 of the Fisheries Management Act 1994 (“the Act”), do by this 
notification: 

1. pursuant to section 11 of the Act, revoke the fishing closure entitled “Dogfish Fishing Closure – Sydney” dated 21 
April 2011 and published in New South Wales Government Gazette No. 39 on 29 April 2011 at pages 2705-2706; 
and 

2. pursuant to section 8 of the Act, prohibit the taking of fish by the methods of fi shing specified in Column 1 of Schedule 
1 to this notification, from the waters described opposite in Column 2 of Schedule 1, by endorsement holders in the 
Ocean Trap and Line Fishery; and 

3. pursuant to section 8 of the Act, prohibit the taking of fish by the methods of fi shing specified in Column 1 of Schedule 
2 to this notification, from the waters described opposite in Column 2 of Schedule 2, by endorsement holders in the 
Ocean Trawl Fishery.
