This clause applies to a border zone resident if the resident—

(a) had not, within the 14 days before the commencement, travelled to a
place in Victoria outside a Border community, and

(b) has not, since the commencement, travelled to a place in Victoria
outside the border zone.

The border zone resident may—

(a) as a member of a class of persons specified in column 1 of item 7 of
Schedule 1, apply for an entry permit to enter New South Wales, and
(b) ifissued with the permit—

(i) for a Victorian resident—enter New South Wales as if the permit
were not subject to the condition specified in paragraph (c) in
column 3 of item 7 of Schedule 1 in relation to a border resident
who is a Victorian resident, or

(i) for a New South Wales resident—re-enter New South Wales, as
if the permit were not subject to the condition specified in
paragraph (a) in column 3 of item 7 of Schedule 1 in relation to a
border resident who is a New South Wales resident, without
being required to self-isolate.

In this clause—

Border community means a Border community within the meaning of clause
3(1) as in force before the commencement.

Note. Before the commencement, Border community was defined in clause 3(1) to
mean “a community that a reasonable person would consider to be a community
located at or near the border”.

This clause expires on 4 August 2020.
