Detail

A water-ski training event will be conducted on the navigable waters of the Murray River involving
the use of high speed power vessels during the date and time specified above. There will be support
vessels present to manage the event, persons being towed at speed using tow-lines, and persons in
the water from time to time — presenting a significant potential hazard to other waterway users.

An EXCLUSION ZONE is specified during the event at the respective locations for the entire width of
the River.

Unauthorised vessels and persons are strictly prohibited from entering the exclusion zone which will
be marked at each end by buoys, and official patrol and control vessels.

Vessels that are lawfully moored within the zone at the commencement time may remain in the
zone but may not be operated other than under the direction of an authorised officer or event
official. Such vessels may be required to be moved if safety concerns arise.
