Explanatory note
The objects of this Order are—
(a) to remove provisions that relate to countries of concern in southern Africa, and

(b)  toexempt certain persons arriving in NSW after being in another country from requirements relating
to self-isolation and COVID-19 testing if they have undergone these in another State or territory
before arriving in NSW, and

(c)  to provide that persons who have a medical contraindication to COVID-19 vaccinations are taken to
be fully vaccinated, and

(d)  to require information to be true and accurate if provided—
(1) under the Public Health (COVID-19 Air Transportation Quarantine) Order (No 4) 2021, or
(i)  to show whether a person is a fully vaccinated arrival.

(1) Clause 20B, as in force immediately before its substitution by the Public
Health (COVID-19 Air Transportation Quarantine) Order (No 4) Amendment
(No 6) 2021 (the former clause), continues to apply to a person who arrived in
NSW before the substitution.

(¢c) if the person in paragraph (a) or (b) is over 18 years of age—a person
under 18 years of age who is accompanying the person, or

(d) apersonunder 18 years of age who is not accompanied by a person over
18 years of age.
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
