2. approve the SARS-CoV-2 (COVID-19) AstraZeneca (ChAdOx1-S) vaccine (the approved vaccine)for

the purposes of that clause. Pursuant to clause 48A(1B), this approval is subject to the following

conditions:

The pharmacist must not supply or administer the approved vaccine to a person whois underthe

age of 18 years old.

The pharmacist must obtain written or other electronic evidence of consent from each patient to

whom the approved vaccineis supplied and retain a copy of that consent. The Australian

Government Department of Health COV/D-19 vaccination — Consent form for COVID-19

vaccination is to be used in obtaining consent.

The pharmacist must not supply or administer the approved vaccineto a patient whois not able to

consentto the treatment on their own behalf.

. The pharmacist must not supply or administer the approved vaccine to a person who has

experienced a serious adverse eventafter the first administration of the approved vaccine.

The pharmacist must not supply or administer the approved vaccine to a person with a contra-

indication or precaution to vaccinationlisted in the ‘The digital Australian Immunisation Handbook’,

or in the Australian Technical Advisory Group on Immunisation (ATAGI) advice or guidance,orin

the approved product information for the product.

The pharmacist must provide each patient with the Australian Governmentadvice in relation to

whatto expect following vaccination with the approved vaccine, and when to seek medical

attention following each administration of the vaccine.

The pharmacist must ensure they remain up to date on any new advice from the Australian

Technical Advisory Group on Immunisation (ATAGI) or Therapeutic Goods Administration (TGA)

regarding additional precautions or consent requirements for the approved vaccine.

An intern pharmacist is not authorised to administer or supply the approved vaccine.

In this instrument:

e ‘pharmacist means a registered pharmacist who administers the approved vaccinein:

o apharmacy business approved under Schedule 5F of the Health Practitioner Regulation National

Law that has registered to participate in the COVID-19 vaccination program
o aresidential care facility (as defined under the Poisons and Therapeutic Goods Regulation 2008)

o ageneral practice clinic registered to participate in the COVID-19 vaccination program; and

o an Aboriginal Medical Service that has registered to participate in the COVID-19 vaccination

program.

This approval can be revokedat anytime.
