Declaration of Mental Health Facility 

I, DAVID PEARCE, Executive Director, Mental Health Branch, acting under 
delegation from the Secretary, NSW Ministry of Health, and pursuant to section 109 
of the Mental Health Act 2007, DO HEREBY: 

(a) DECLARE the following premises of Blacktown Hospital to be a declared
mental health facility for the purposes of the Mental Health Act 2007:

• The Short Stay Psychiatric Unit located adjacent to Building J, Blacktown
Hospital, Blacktown Road, Blacktown NSW 2148; and

(b) DECLARE this facility to be designated as a “mental health assessment and
inpatient treatment (temporary emergency response) class” facility; and

(c) IMPOSE the following condition in relation to the operation of the facility as a
mental health facility:

i. Unless it is earlier revoked, this declaration expires on 31 August 2022.
