The Australian Defence Force will be conducting vessel trials and exercises on the navigable waters
of Jervis Bay and the adjacent coastal waters of the Tasman Sea within the times and dates specified
above, presenting a significant potential hazard to other waterway users.

A number of EXCLUSION ZONES will be specified during the trials and exercises. Some Exclusion
Zones may be mobile and may surround and move with participating vessels - in effect forming a
moving ring around such vessels.

The Exclusion Zones will be indicated by the presence of patrol and naval vessels on the perimeters.
Vessel operators navigating near Exclusion Zones will be directed to keep clear.

Unauthorised vessels and persons are strictly prohibited from entering the Exclusion Zones.
