Plant or cultivate any tree within 3 metres of the pipeline or any apparatus or works.

Place on or use any part of the servient tenement for the transport, carriage or
support of any heavy object, vehicle or implement, which could in any way cause or
be likely to cause damage to the pipeline.

Undertake any other activity that represents a danger to the pipeline or is a danger to
the operation of the pipeline or its apparatus or works including signs, vent pipes and
cathodic protection systems including anode beds and electrolysis test points.
