The order under Section 57(2) of the Heritage Act 1977 to grant site specific 
exemptions from approval, published in the NSW Government Gazette No. 82 
of 24 August 2018 on page 5543, relating to St John’s Anglican Church 
Precinct should have read: 
 
 

2. Existing approved development:  

All works and activities in accordance with a current and valid development consent 
from Camden Council in force at the date of gazettal for listing St John’s Anglican 
Church Precinct on the State Heritage Register. Specifically, DA 195/2012 for 
alterations and extension to the existing 1973 St John’s Church Hall and DA 
795/2017 for a new retaining wall and earthworks to create a courtyard adjacent the 
1973 Church Hall. 
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
